Directions: Using the ideas you've learned in your ELA classes, you will construct a 10 - 12 slide Power-Point (2-3 slides per person) recreating the information about China in your own words. Bullet-Point information must be concise. Information must be accurate. Each slide should have ONE photo from Google or Yahoo that clearly illustrates the information contained on the slide.
All slides must be Black Ariel Text on preset blank backgrounds with NO sound effects, blinking or flashing components. Each member of the team MUST complete a minimum of TWO to THREE SLIDES on their own; you may direct a person but not do the work for them. They must be on the keyboard themselves for points to count. Each slide should contain the name of the person doing the slide.

You may work together to produce the opening and ending slides. The final slide must have a GROUP photo included with each person’s full name and ELA teacher.

Slides MUST NOT have color or any “ART TYPE” until the whole slide show is complete and graded by MrE. Grade comes from CONTENT ONLY. At that point you may “dress up the power-point in anyway your table sees fit to be presented on Heritage night.
