[image: image1.png]BRITISH UNION JACK 1763-1777

In early 1763, following their victory in the French and Indian War and the
secret Treaty of Fontainebleau, the British received all of the Louisiana lands east
of the Mississippi except the Isle of Orleans. They also acquired east and west
Florida from Spain. The area of Louisiana known as the "Florida Parishes" fell
under British rule and the Union Jack

Baton Rouge became a British trade city for the western frontier of the
English colonies along the Mississippi River.

The flag flew over the bluffs of Baton Rouge until the American Revolution
when the Spanish officer Bernardo de Galvez took the lands away from the British
and replaced the Union Jack with the Spanish flag of Leon and Castile.

The Union Flag has a blue flied cossed with a white St. Andrew Cross and a red
St. George Cross. It would not be until much later (1801) that the red St. Patrick
cross (X) would be added. :
