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Louisiana's second flag was the lilies of the Sun King (Fleur de lis) carried
by the explorers of Louis XIV of Bourbon France. In was also carried by French
trappers and fur traders coming south from St. Lawrence.

It consisted of three yellow fleur-de-lis (presumably in honor of the Holy
Trinity) on a white field. This was the banner planted in the sands of Plaquemines
Parish by LaSalle in 1682 as he claimed all the land drained by the Mississippi for
Louis XIV of France.

Itflew over the 'Louisiane’ colony during the French possession, 1682-1762
with Iberville and Bienville, plus the founding of Nouvelle-Orleans and Natchitoches.
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
