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The first standard to fly over the area now know as
Louisiana was the Spanish flag which bore the crenelated
towers of Castile and the rampant lions of Leon carried by
Hernando de Soto. Explorer de Soto carried the flag throughout
the Southeastern and Sothern wilderness in his relentless
search for gold. It is believed that he planted the flag in
Louisiana soil in 1541. He was later buried in the
Mississippi River.
